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Scotland's war-effort again received royal encourage­

ment during the King's tour of East coast naval establishments, in-

vi,ucv"zy "jtosyth dockyard., veterans of the last war were prominent 

in t> ranks of the Home Guard, which provided the Guard of Honour, 

Music suitable to place and occasion came from the Black Watch. 

There's never any spare time on a royal tour programme, 

so His Majesty boarded a naval pinnace to visit another part of the 

dockyard. 

Coming ashore the King found a body of naval officers and 

ratings (not to mention WENS), awaiting inspection. On this tour 

the Services, war-workers and. our Polish allies have all been honoured 

by Ki:og George.
