(LV STACKS) Cloth for battlairess is half Botany wool, from Australian merino 

sheep, and half cross-bred wool from various sources. Machine-cutters deal with twenty 

five thicknesses of cloth at a time - otherwise most of the aimy'd have to figrt in their 

undiep. 

In the next stage the cut-out pieces have to be sewn together. This factory 

is only one of two hundred and fifty gtgaged on latest orders.
