
HAIFA OIL BLAZE 

Stern Gang terrorists have struck their biggest blow to 

date. Exploding a charge under a pipeline at the Haifa 

Oil Store and(Refinery^they started a blaze which destroyed 

fuel worth three hundred and fifty thousand pounds.
