(Pan) Blue Coral, Bhishma, Saravan and Tite street, led 

the field at this early stage, much tfco early to be any 

indication of the likely result.... Going on towards 

Tattenham Corner Pearl Diver was a shade in front of Tudor 

Minstrel, Sayajirao, Cadir, and Migoli. 

(C.Ie) Round the corner the forty-to-one Shot Pearl Diver 

was still there wltti the Minstrel, and it was now^every­

body expected the favourite's class to tell in those last 

four furlongs, fatal to so many Derby hopes in the past. 

Two furlongs from the post the great Tudibr Minstrel began 

to fade out. Pearl Diver magnificently consolidated his 

lead while Migoli held off Sayajirao for second place. 

Pearl Diver won the Derby by four lengths.

Poor Gordon Kichards failed again - his twenty-second Derby 

Jockey Bridgland and Pearl Diver confounded all the experts
