The fisst shots are repeated only the 
ashes are being raked out. th&s may look a little more 
ef£ ective. 
Shots of towns smoky and otherwise. 
The first shot,showing two milix chimneys smoking will 
hwe a slight"jerk" just after the start,it was held 
long enough afterwards to cover cutting this. 
The second is a top ^hot looking down on to Darwen eentre 
and is clear . 

ROLL THREE, several shots loofcng over Blackburn, some very smoky 
odd ones clear. They can be sorted out very easily. 
A few scenes of mill workers leaving the mill. 
Repeat <f  the three opening scenes of roll one with 

^ordinary conditions of pea pie and traffic. 
Run out on a. fesc scenes of people with luggage going 
to station at Blackpool withfa Tower in background.
