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KOREA NEW TENSIONS AS TRUCE IS AWAITED 

The dimensions of war in Korea outwardly unchanged — despite the imminence of an 

armistice. For the U-N command, grave problems, such as repair of P-W stockades 

and sending in of American troops to replace South Korean guards, following the 

escape of 27 thousand anti-Communist North Koreans.
