Army uniform, with his superior officers present, General Dean receives the Order 

of Taeguk, South Korea's highest decoration from President Syngjnan Rhee. Flown 

to Tokyo where he is undergoing two weeks of treatment, Dean reassures those 

families who wrote to him during his long imprisonment to inquire of missing
