Battalion The Royal Australian Regiment....the first time 
in history that a cavalry regiment has been affiliated to a Dominion 
Infantry Battalion. The Duke willl carry a gift to the Australian 
Regiment from yhe 8th. Hussars when he goes to Australia, 
This affiliation took place as result of an action in Korea in October 
1951, when the Regiment climbed the Korean mountains in Centurion 
Tanks and were able to give the infantry effective support. 
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
