SPRING FASHION 1956. 

The most outstanding features of this year's fashion shows is the 
ultra-slender line which gives the impression of ending up at chest 
level • Another feature is the popularity of the extremely short Jacket 
which is variously known as the "canezou"; "caraco", "Bolero"• Last but 
by no means least skirts are slightly shorter* 

The great "winners" of the Spring fashions are • aquamarine (as a colour); 
plated garnments in all shades of beige; blue trimmed with white, printed 
cotton, the combined colour scheme and the spectacular return of musslin. 

Dresses, though slender for morning wear, reveal that they have "room to 
spare" if necessary. Some even suggest the late 18th.century and early 
19th,classical styles ( Directoire: the period before Napoleon took ova: 
roughly, 1795 - Restaurs!ion or Restoration - the period following the 
Battle of Wtserloo 1815) 

A note of 'sternness* is the outstanding feature of the collections 
presented by JEAN DESSES. Stern simple lines are revealed in the 
general presentation of his models wearing either the slender or the 
full-skirted dress* The same applies to the neckline. 
There is also the ladies suit with a very short jacket. A novelty is 
the "Watteau" pleated gown and coat which produces a "frockcoat" 
effect . One might also call it the shapeless shape for ladies' coats.•• 
depending which way you look at it - from the front o* the back. 

Gowns and dresses all have a sash or sane other 'accessory' which can 
be removed without altering the overall effect. Evening gowns xk are 
tailored in materials suggesting light petals, butterfly wings while 
others are cut like records superimposed one upon the other - rather 
like the pages of a book. (Correction : the leaves of a book) They 

are worn with musslin coats or capes in pleated panels.

Oarven sticks to the youthful line* His collection stresses 
the "wide expanse" style and he shows boleros and tightly-tsilored 
coats on shortened and much-pleated skirts. 

The dress for more or less formal wear has a top with shoulders rounded 
off in kimono-fashion ending up in a full skirt. Many of the "great­
coat and overcoat" styles are in wool and presented in a variety of vivid 
colours with matching dresses in printed cotton. 

•an interesting innovation is the "two-piece" and the "frock-coat gown" 
in Shetland wool or alpaga which is a pleasant 'development* from 
the "frock-coat". The range of evening gowns shows a full array of 
models notable for their embroidery and tender shades.
