Blanc, on a alte 4,368 metres high* has been for the past fee days 
the home of a dozen biologists, doctors, chemists and experts all 
of them engaged In polar research work* 

The party has gone to the Mont-Blanc to solve the 
problem of how best to protect the human body against the cold and 
adapt It to the conditions prevailing at high altitudes* Contact 
between the Observatory and the ground Is being maintained by a 
helicopter service. This "shuttle serviced takes 17 minutes to 
reach the party each plane having a loading capacity for the 
transport of 5 passengers and 800 kilos of cargo*
