For the past year, Mrs Maclean has lived in her Mother's flat, in Geneva, 

hoping perhaps, that in this way, she would get some news of her husbant^ 

Nearby, is the School which was attended by two of her children. 

Fearing at first that the family bad been kidnapped - the Swiss Police 

made an inquiry and pronounced that a telegram, supposed to have been sent 

by Mrs Maclean to her Mother, was a fake.#
