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On his way to receive the Freedom of Worcester, Mr. Churchill 
is cheered by dense crowds. This is the )6th occasion upon which 
he has been made a City Freeman. It is at the historic Guildhall 
that this honour is conferred on him. No visit from Mr. Churchill 
would be thought complete without the familiar V-sign. Accompanying 
him to this reception is Mrs. Churchill. 

The people of Worcester wait while Mr. Churchill enters the 
Guildhall to accept the tokens of the City's esteem. He is received 
by the Mayor - Alderman T.3. Bennett. The Civic Address is ready by 
the Town Clerk. Accompanying the scroll are gifts of an inlaid 
table and several pairs of gloves. "But," said Mr. Churchill, 
"although a confirmed addict of Worcester Sauce, it was not 
among the gifts officially handed out."
