The beauty of the night is here supertibr expressed in 
this beautiful evening dress and evening wrap for a 
clamorous night.  Hartnell is renowned for his flit tering 
dresses and here is both a dress and full  length evening 
coat with glitter in the crystal chandeliered salon of 
Mr. Hartnell.  
The lon<r coat is of thick black lace encrusted with 
spancrles and black jet.  Underneath is a shimmering dress 
glittering of silver lace, the same as the coat,  shimmering 
with silver seouins and diamonds. 

£ ^IRST AFFAIR 
Here is Lena, famous beautiful blonde mannequin of 
Hartnell 's showing us her First Affair -  the name of 
this beautiful dress. It  is a picture frock typical 
of a romantic moment, composed of white grosgrain -  a 
thick white taffeta.
