NOW its Crook Town who go into an attack. Their nice, easy 
style of football could give a few first division teama something to think 
about. 

Suddenly, Ken Harrison snaps it qp and bsngs it home J The 
Crooks have scored! 

Still one-nil at half-time; play is in the Crooks favour 
when they resume. Bob Hardisty, who captained Great Britain in the 
Helsinki Olympic Games, marks McMillan closely. 

Crook Town are well on top during the seoond half, cool, 
confident and full of fight. Oliver streaks do en the wing, beats 
Marshall, and finally centres. Again Ken Harrieon gets it. 

Just wide of the mark - and that's the end. Onto the pitch 
swarm thousands of the Crooks fans to thank their team for a truly 
magnificent victory - the second Cup Final win in their history. Back to 
Crook Town goes the Cup for the first time in 53 years.
