In that hulk are the captain and three others, past 

human help. But for the rescued, anbulanoea ere waiting to rush them to 

hospital. Fortunately, only a few of the survivors are seriously injured. 

But tragedy is not allowed to spoil this great occasion 

and it is certain that the victims would not have wished it to do so. 

Bearing their banners, the branches march past the Duke. These men are 

doing a fine job, a credit to themselves and the R.A.F.A.
