Addis Abeba, the oapital of Ethiopia, was the scene of colourful 

celebrations. It was the Silver Jubilee of the 25th anniversary 

of the accession of His Imperial Majesty Halle Selassie I to the 

throne of Ethiopia* 

In our modern world this last absolute monarch has become an almost 

legendary figure. But in everyday life he is a hardworking ruler 

who takes meticulous care of every detail in the numerous modernization 

projects being realised in Ethiopia, The MEGUS BEGESTI, "the Victorious 

Lion of Juda", the Descendant of King Salomon and Queen Saba"* "God's 

Lieutenant", has become the modern impersonification of biblical 

history. This African feudal ruler, however, has practised the 

virtues of his coptic Christian relegion* tolerance and dignity 

of man* Most energetically he has appeased his war-ridden country, 

Since nearly 4o years the Emperor, who was bom on 23 July 1892, rules
