Called the 'aerodyne,* It Is driven b> four fans, 

which draw air In through the top and blast It out the be.ly. 

Louvers underneath are tilted to direct the sir blast In one 

direction or another to steer the model. 

Dr. Llpplsch*s work Is being sponsored by the Office of Naval Research, 

which wents to find out If the wingless aerodyne foreshadows the 

shape of Jet aircraft of the future.
