Difficult stuff to land on it is, too, when you're travelling 

at racing-car speeds down the long slide, and sailing through the air 

for a hundred yards or more! Competitors are judged on the average of 

three jumps, plus the points awarded for style.

He wins third place.

but his total points only win him second place.
