Hearing end, and the pace is hotting up. The Dutch are 

putting i# a strong bid for a home victory - there's Selling, No. 14, 

and there's Jan Clynk, but his bike is giving trouble. 

And in the final stretch it's Archer pulling away from 

the field - to cross the line ahead of Gustafsson and Nilsson of Sweden. 

So he brings the victor* s laurels back to Britain for the third time -

nice riding, Leslie!
