Foam covered firemen demonstrate in Vienna a new 
way of putting out a fire. They—

--petrol, a real honest-to-goodness house which— 

—nobody wants, is fired to further prove the efficiency 
of the smothering process. 

The new-style fire-fighters get to work again and soon 
the blaze is under control. 

This method of extinguishing fires is cheaper than 
pumping water,— 

—the froth doesn't damage the article sprayed as water 
does, and--

—the firemen can approach the fire without risk of being 
burned. So Viennese firemen become froth-blowers,— 

—and adopt as their theme-song "We're for ever blowing 
bubbles."
