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In a collision with the 'Napier Star*, the huge liner was 

badly holed. The 'Napier Star1s anchor being still embedded 
in the 'Laurentic's* side when the 

ships parted. The 'Napier Star' a freight liner of ten-thousand 

tons was also badly smashed, but din her case no 

lives were lost. The tremendous impact rolled steel Plates 
up like paper. The 'Lburentic', nearly nineteen-thousand 
tons, lost six members of her 

orew. They were asleep in their bunks 

at the damaged starboard forepeak, and were killed by crushing.
